NBS Cover Buttons 

Six  buttons from the collection of John Whiteford: 

1. Coat of Arms – silverplate over copper

- 
a banner overhead bearing the motto in Latin, “Courage Assiduitate” (“Courage by constant application) and a banner below bearing the motto “I Hope”

· three shields with triple crests (rampant lion, bird with a sprig of leaves, trees) with knight in complete armour & boar supporters.

2. Women’s Lozenge – gilt over brass

· bell over a ruled field on a diamond shaped lozenge, lady of the Mumm family.


3. Badge – silverplate over copper

· the letter V (family or ship name) enfiled (thrust through) with a naval crown. 

4. Mourning Crest – silverplate over copper with a mourning finish (darkened metal)

- a dragon’s head couped (cut clean off), transfixed with the end of a spear, surmounting a naval crown, all between two branches vert (greens)

· A circlet bearing the motto in Latin, “Tria Juncta In Uno” (Three joined in one) motto of the Order of the Bath

· a banner below bearing the motto, “Ich Dien” (I serve) shows allegiance to 

H. R. H. the Prince of Wales

5. Oval contour – gilt over brass

· knight in complete armour, posed sinister (facing left) in battle, holding an axe in his dexter (right) hand and a shield bearing a cross in his sinister (left) hand, surmounting a torse

6. Pegasus – red tinted metal in contour shape

a demi-pegasus rampant (standing erect), enfiled (thrust through) round the body with a ducal coronet, surmounting a torse
